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One of the criteria that has been used for distinguishing and
compiling sciences since long ago is the criterion of “essential
accident”. By having this criterion, scientists will be able to put
together propositions specific to a certain subject correctly and
in a logical order, and draw a specific boundary for their desired
science. However, Ayatollah Mesbah introduces problems to
this criterion, which makes this criterion invalid in the
Philosophy. This article tries to explain with a descriptive-
analytical method and according to the available references, first
explain a summary of the criterion of “essential accident”, then
discuss Ayatollah Mesbah's problems with this criterion in
compiling the Philosophy. The “essential accident” nature of
the predicate for the subject depends on the achievement of two
major conditions, namely "inherence" and "priority", and the
problems of Ayatollah Mesbah are also related to these two;
However, it is possible to answer these problems by paying
attention to the problem of the participation of term and proof
and also comparing the conditions of philosophical secondary
intelligibles to the predicates of the subject the Philosophy.

Introduction

The topic of science discusses essential accidents. Every scholar
related to the fields of logic and philosophy has come across this
expression. In addition to being one of the prerequisites of the
argument, the element of essential accident is also a criterion for
distinguishing, organizing and codifying sciences; Therefore, one of
the applied topics is the science of logic and methodology.

The philosophy is among the knoeledge that have been compiled
according to the criteria of essential accident. In philosophical
theorems, the criterion of essential accidents must be provided in the
ratio between the subject and the predicate.

Based on what we will explain in this text, in order for the
condition of essential accidents to be fulfilled, two conditions are
necessary: one is inherent in the argument and the other is primary. It
is in this way that the propositions of the philosophy take on a logical
order and system around the axis of aggregated existence.

However, Ayatollah Mesbah raises some problems according to the
special conditions of the subject of this science - that is, existence.
According to him, it is not possible to meet the previous two
conditions in predicates of existence. In better words, they believe that
predicates of existence cannot be intrinsic to its proof; Also, some of
them are not primary and direct to existence.

If the Ayatollah Misbah’s problems are included in the criteria of the
inherent width in the formulation of the science of philosophy, the
hands of philosophers will be empty of real resources for the regulation
of this noble science. When there is no real standard for collecting
science, we have to codify this pure real science with a valid standard.
So it is necessary to get rid of these problems from this criterion.

Findings

The compound propositions of parts of existance like its existencial
propositions are considered as problems of the philosophy, and their
predicates are not intermediate in order to belong to the absolute
existence, but are their essential accidents; Because the types of
existence are secondary concepts and do not limit the predicate to their
scope. Therefore, it is not the case that the priority condition makes the
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number of problems of the philosophy not exceed the number of
fingers, but the problems of the philosophy remain within it despite
this condition.

Conclusion

In this article, it was explained that different criteria have been
mentioned for differentiating and compiling sciences; Some sciences
are distinguished by goals, some by methods, and others by subject. In
the meantime, the scope of the subject based on the essential accident
is what the philosophy is based on.

The essential accidents has two conditions; That is, in order for a
predicate to be considered intrinsic to a subject, it must be intrinsic to
its proof, that is, it must be taken to the extent of the subject or the
subject itself or one of its constituents must be taken to the extent of it.
Also, the predicate should not have a virtual, equal, specific, general or
relative medium to be related to the subject, but it should be carried
directly to it, while it itself is not independent of the subject.

In the meantime, Ayatollah Mesbah objected that the subject of
philosophy does not have a substantive quality that has the essence of
proof; Because it does not have a genre or season that wants to be
taken to the extent of it, and similarly, it is not supposed to be a genre
or season of something that wants to be taken to the extent of that
thing;

On the other hand, if we accept the condition of primacy within the
essence, we have reduced the problems of the philosophy to the
number of fingers; Due to the fact that the predicates of the types of
existence - that is, their compound propositions - will be removed from
the problems of the philosophy; Because the part itself will be the
intermediary in their presentation on absolute existence.

But it must be said that these problems are incomplete; It is not the
case that limits are only made up of species and season or in other
words the causes of consistency, but at this point, limit and argument
share and everything that is used to prove the cause of an object forms
the limit of the object;

Therefore, existence as one of the causes of the existence of all
things is taken within their limits and can have an inherent argument.

Also, the secondary philosophical intelligible are concepts that are
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abstracted from the object after it is realized, and in fact, when they are
taken as adverbs, they do not put any collar on the neck and do not
limit it; Therefore, it is not the case that the predicates of the
compound heliat of the types of existence are anything other than the

laws of absolute existence. For this reason, such issues remain within
science.
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
