Theological arguments do not create new knowledge about God
Rather, they only create the ability and eliminate negligence so that man
can see what is inside can perceive without mediation.

What adds to the importance of Allameh's statement is that, first of all,
this interpretation, in addition to being based on intellectual and
philosophical premises, also has a lot of narrative evidence. Secondly, it
is used to dispel some doubts of modern atheism.

Thirdly, it is very useful for understanding the nuances and nuances of
rulings in religious texts Is.
