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According to Avicennayan and Sadrayan's readings, despite all their
differences, the "substance" is a quiddity that either exists outside
without the subject, or if it exists in the subject, the subject also
needs it for its existence. In contrast to "accident", it is a quiddity
that is always found in a subject that does not need it. This division
is based on the existence or non-existence of quiddities.

Sheikh Ishraq's starting point for the discussion of truth is "I" and
the awareness of "I", not existence. In this view, "I" is a self-
emerging truth that has knowledge of itself, and knowledge of others
is created by paying attention to others. Therefore, what attracts the
attention of "I" in the first step of the emergence of objects is the
conscience and self-discovery of objects.

Then, in the second step, through the lens of intuition, the way
things arise is brought to the attention of "I" in such a way that if the
luminous facts, which are full of presence and light and perceive
themselves, are found to be true to themselves and become
conscience. They are "luminous substance" and if they are found to
be existentially dependent on the other and conscience, they are
"luminous accident".

Also, on the other hand, if the facts that are found absent from
themselves, are found and realized independently of others, they are
called "dark substance" and if they are found and realized
independent of others, they are called "dark accident".

Introduction
Philosophers have chosen different points to start discussing truth. In the

Islamic tradition, philosophers have mainly started philosophical
discussions by discussing existence. Contrary to this tradition, Sheikh
Ashraq begins his metaphysics by discussing the self and how to know
the self.

The reason for the difference in the starting point can be found in the
difference in the concerns of these philosophers. Because Sheikh Eshraq,
in addition to discussing the facts, is also interested in to intuiting the
facts. His preoccupation is the intuition of facts, “other than me” rely
understanding them through concepts Therefore, it can be said that he
searches for the reason of the creation of things in the light of discovering
facts through intuition. In his view, philosophy is not just the regulation
of concepts, but a response in explaining the findings after intuiting them.

The starting point of this perception is nothing but the intuition of
"I/me". Although this self is the starting point in the beginning, the whole
world is discovered through this lens, and there is no discovery apart from
the self.

Findings
At a first glance, there are two types of perception of the relationship
between "me" and others. A point of view is that "other than me" is
distinct and independent from "me". Another point of view is that "other
than me" is something related to "me". Each of the opinions has its own
results and consequences. What is the essence and nature of "me" and
what is the way of encountering and relating "other than me" gives
direction to other philosophical topics such as “substance” and
“accident”. For example, Sheikh Ishraq, since he considers the identity of
the "me" to be light and cognition, divides each “substance” and
“accident” into two types of light and darkness.

Sheikh Ishraq's view on “substance” and “accident” is different from
Avicenna's and Mulla Sadra's. Avicenna lived before Sheikh Ishraq and
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Mulla Sadra lived after Sheikh Ishraq. According to Avicennaian and
Sadraian's readings, despite all their differences, the "substance" is a
quiddity that either exists outside without the subject, or if it exists in the
subject, the subject also needs it for its existence. In contrast to
"accident", it is a quiddity that is always found in a subject that does not
need it. This division is based on the existence or non-existence of
quiddities

Sheikh Ishraq's starting point for the discussion of truth is "I" and the
awareness of "I", not existence. In this view, "I" is a self-emerging truth
that has knowledge of itself, and knowledge of others is created by paying
attention to others. Therefore, what attracts the attention of "I" in the first
step of the emergence of objects is the conscience and self-discovery of
objects.

Then, in the second step, through the lens of intuition, the way things
arise is brought to the attention of "I" in such a way that if the luminous
facts, which are full of presence and light and perceive themselves, are
found to be true to themselves and become conscience. They are
"luminous substance" and if they are found to be existentially dependent
on the other and conscience, they are "luminous accident".

Also, on the other hand, if the facts that are found absent from
themselves, are found and realized independently of others, they are
called " dark substance " and if they are found and realized independent
of others, they are called "dark accident".

The difference between the system of “substance” and “accident” of
Avicennaian and Sadraian's and the system of “substance” and “accident”
of Ishraqi's is that, from the point of view of Sheikh Ishraq, “me” with a
course that explores the facts of things within itself, describes the essence
and the truth of things. In other words, the way of conscience and
presence that “me” has when facing the objects of objects, becomes
central in his description of their essence and truth.

In popular and common philosophy, not only is the mode of
conscience and the presence of objects not central, but also where the
discussion of conscience and presence is raised, it is only concerned with
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the self, independent of other objects. Because objects define the truth of
perception in the eyes of the measurer.

Forms imprinted in the mind is one of the sources of acquired
knowledge, and the place where it occurs is the mind. As a result,
cognition occurs within the limits of the mind, and the philosophers'
encounter with objects is through the lens of the mind and concept, not
through the lens of the soul and presence.

In the end, Ishraqi's philosophy is the way that is achieved for humans
apart from the mind and concept, and even physical tools and powers are
not involved in it; Rather, they consider the presence of man as the
consciousness of self.

Cunclusion

Sheikh Ishraq, who knows the starting point of the philosophical
discussion from the truth of the soul, which is a truth of all presence, finds
the way objects are present for the soul. As mentioned above, Sheikh
Ishraq interprets presence as light and life, and absence as darkness and
death. Therefore, according to the way of facing the objects, the objects
are either light or dark.

According to what was said, the division of light and dark objects into
“substance” and “accident” can be summarized in such a way that the
“substance” and ‘“accident” of objects can be explained through this
conscience and presence. That is, the independence of objects or their rise
is explained apart from the lens of this presence and in an egoistic way.
Explaining that when an object appears to "me", or I realize that this
object is self-existent; Or I realize that he is present to me in a different
way. In the first case, I find it “substance” and in the second case, I find
it “accident”.
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
