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Farabi is one of the great Islamic philosophers who pays significant
attention to moral and economic issues. He divides Madinahs into two
main categories: Utopia and Dystopia. After mentioning the types of
virtues and vices, he states that a person should try to adorn himself
with virtues and avoid bad qualities. Virtues are divided into four main
categories, of which moral virtues and practical virtues, which is the
creation of partial virtues in nations and guilds, are part of them. He also
wrote about economic and livelihood topics and invites people to
asceticism and piety on one hand and on the other hand, he says that one
should exaggerate in acquiring dignity and wealth. We will see in this
research that these two opinions do not contradict each other. Rather, at
the peak of harmony, they show the direct relationship between the
category of economy and the category of ethics.
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Extended Abstract
Introduction
The research on reason and categorization of its functions has been common
among philosophers since ancient times. Farabi is largely inspired by Aristotle in
this matter. He divided reason into two theoretical and practical dimensions. He
considers theoretical reason to be the source of understanding general concepts.
This understanding is either dependent on action like the knowledge of good and
bad things or non-dependent on action like knowledge of different existences. In
fact, according to Farabi, the first category is practical wisdom and the second
category is theoretical wisdom. (Farabi, 1371, 137)

The research on ethics in the works of great philosophers is always one of the
favorite topics of researchers in philosophical research because Ethics is an
important part of culture and the root of the ethics of any society should be
sought in the considerable philosophical views of that society.

Meanwhile, because of Islam's emphasis on ethics that make philosophers
write about it in a bolder way, ethics in the works of Muslim philosophers can be
an important and attractive source for research on this important issue.
Especially, since the beloved Prophet of Islam considers the goal of his mission
to complete moral virtues. (Majlesi, 1110, p.210)

Farabi is no exception. But this great philosopher often distances himself
from the mere expression of moral issues in his moral works and also pays
special attention to social and political ethics.For example, in his moral works
called "About Politics", he first starts with social ethics and finally expresses
individual and personal ethics.The issues discussed in this paper are the
distinction of Farabi's point of view in "is" and "must" of an utopia in terms of
ethics and economics. Farabi's views on economics are not an independent and
separate part of his other philosophical thoughts. His philosophical system is a
cohesive and coherent system and All its dimensions can be interpreted and
explained in relation to each other. For this reason, Farabi's ethics will remain
incomplete and ambiguous without examining his political philosophy and his
views on economics. (Maftouni, 1400, p.26)

In Amid dictionary, the word "economy" has the meanings of "moderation"
and "spending moderately." / 5/000

It is also written about the knowledge of economics, the knowledge of
studying methods of earning income, consuming goods and services, business
relationships, and organizing financial affairs for the optimal use of wealth-
generating resources (Amid dictionary, economy). Therefore, in this term, the
material aspect prevails over the immaterial aspect. And hearing that, the
material essential condition of human life, including wealth, cross one's mind.

The connection between economics and ethics is clear here. One is: how to
manage the resources and means of life according to the different human's
morality and the other is where ethics can affect the quality of this management.
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The problem of the current research is to determine exactly how this connection
is from Farabi's point of view. That is, in addition to clarifying the position of
morality and its desirable quality, as well as explaining the quality of the
economy in the utopia, the relationship between these two strategic components
is discussed and pondered from the perspective of the great sage Abu Nasr
Farabi.

Method of study
Descriptive analytical method is used in this paper. In fact, Farabi's ideas about
ethics, economics and the relationship between the two are described and being
complexity and needing for explanation, analysis is also used in its text. Also, in
writing this research, an attempt has been made to use more of Farabi's works in
Arabic than their Persian translation Because the original language of a work can
never be replaced by the translation of that work in terms of accuracy and
transfer of meanings. Therefore, the author has tried to master Farabi's phrasing.
At the beginning of the work, by studying various works of Farabi, the author
gathered some material by taking notes. Some of Farabi's works, such as "about
politics", were not translated. The author spent a lot of time translating this work
in order to extract new material from sources that have been less used so far.
Finally, the author put all the notes together to get a consistent picture of Farabi's
point of view and to analyze and describe it.

Results

Happiness is when a person reaches a stage where he does not need material for
survival. The faculties of the human soul include five faculties, among which the
faculty of speech can distinguish between good and bad deeds. If the rational
soul, faculty of natigah, rules over other faculties, man will reach perfection and
happiness.

From Farabi's point of view, man is a social being, and without social life, he
can neither provide for his life's necessities nor achieve happiness. In terms of
quantity, he divides societies into two complete and incomplete categories, and
in terms of quality, into two categories: utopia and dystopia. Utopia is a society
whose goal is to achieve happiness. Dystopia societies may be inside the utopia
or they may be an independent society outside the utopia.

The head of utopia is a special person in this society whom everyone must
obey and who is connected with God. He must have theoretical, intellectual,
practical and moral virtues in order to guide the society towards happiness.
People under his rule are happy because they have four virtues and good morals.

Morality is what makes good and bad deeds. The characteristics by which a
person creates good deeds are called virtues and the characteristics that cause
bad deeds are called vices.
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At the beginning of creation, man does not have any virtues or vices, but only
the ability to do good and bad deeds. Virtues and vices are acquired, that is, a
person can turn it into Ingrained moral principles by repeating a new work.

According to Farabi, the criterion of correctness of behavior is its
moderation. Therefore, everyone should consider the moderation of behaviors
and decide based on that how to organize their behaviors. Of course, this is
difficult to determine. For this reason, a person needs good discrimination,
which if it is accompanied by awareness and will and is done continuously, it
becomes a Ingrained moral principle. Farabi says that the perfection of man is
dependent on the perfection of morals, and the only thing that can bring man to
happiness is morals.

From Farabi's point of view, the issue of economy is so important that he did
not neglect it among the epistemological issues and even studied the economic
patterns of dystopias. He considers wealth as one of the good things that should
be distributed fairly among people in society. He also encourages virtuous
people to generate wealth. Of course, in order to get wealth, a person should go
to the extent that his religion, chivalry and reputation are not disturbed.

In addition, Farabi also invites people to gain pleasures by raising their social
status and considers the progress of material life as a kind of privilege. However
according to him, wealth and social status are means to reach the ultimate goal,
not the goal itself. Therefore, they do not have value by themselves, but he
considers one of the characteristics of the head of the utopia to be inattention to
wealth.

Conclusion

The relationship between morality and economics is prominent in Farabi's
philosophy. Morality is what creates bad and good deeds. The characteristics by
which a person creates good deeds are called virtues and the characteristics that
cause bad deeds are called vices. Virtues and vices and as a result, good and bad
morals are acquired. In this way, by getting used to something new, it can be
turned into an Ingrained moral principle. Moderation is the most important
feature to distinguish between good and bad work, and by this criterion, the best
actions can be performed. Farabi has also studied the economic ideas of different
societies. He considers the acquisition of wealth and its fair distribution in the
society as one of the human virtues, on the condition that the acquisition of
wealth does not disturb his religion and moral principles. In addition, Farabi
encourages the utopia man to acquire pleasures and lusts through the promotion
of social status. From his point of view, status and wealth are the means to reach
the ultimate goal. (.i.e., happiness)
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
