Conclusion
Being science of Metaphysics, which explains general and special foundations of
sciences, being essences and essential properties of things and affairs, and
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necessity of realist analyses of them, are among first principles for Aristotelian
philosophy of science. Denying the science of Metaphysics, restricting sciences
and affairs in the world of experience, denying essences and essential properties
of things and affairs, and sufficiency to logical and linguistic analyses, are
among anti-essentialist philosophy of science meta-Newton up to now. However
Islamic philosophy is affected to both of Plato and Aristotle in ontology, it has
avoided from Plato and comes to Aristotle in epistemology and methodology,
and therefore it has accepted first principles of Aristotelian philosophy of
science.

But Islamic philosophy, before that accept Aristotelian philosophy and its
rationality, has affected from rationality in Islamic teachings. In Quranic
teachings, God is the creator of all things and among them He is creator of
reason, He has the whole of rationality, He works by way of reason and wisdom,
He has created world by way of reason and has put that in direction of ends that
are wisely. Islamic philosophy has put this rationality in Islamic teachings
foundation for its rationality and accepting Aristotelian rationality, and therefore
has relied upon rationality that is rooted in Islam and can narrate from
philosophy of science that is rooted in Islamic teachings. The world is somehow
that contain indefinite parts and structures and they are interrelationship exactly.
This narration from that rationality and devise rules on world. In Islamic
metaphysics, world is created by God and God has created that by way of reason
and wisdom, and has laid human happiness the end of that. Only human being
has power of reasoning and scientific consciousness and only human being can
know the internal and external world and exploit in direction of end that world
has from them. The God, that is creator of world and end of that, must has
bestowed to human being a reason that can truly know world and end of that,
and such knowledge must be a completely true knowledge, especially in
particular affairs.

This Islamic rational metaphysics immunize us from falling in net of
materialism, rationalism, pure empiricism, pure rationalism, restricting world in
experimental world or ideal world, anti-realism, and approximately realism, and
leads us to this side that account world higher than pure material things and
episteme higher than pure experience, with belief in that world and human being
are created and teleological, say that human beings can truly know them.

But believing to theological standpoint, believing to creator and wise God,
believing to extremity of world and human being and, consequently, believing to
ability human being reason on cognition perfectly true realities and affairs do not
originate from religion beliefs but originate from Islamic rationality. Just as anti-
realists and scientific realists, with emphasis on their reason, defend for
examples from not being created, not being finality, specificity of world in world
of experience, inability true recognition of world or perfectly true recognition of
world, in Islamic philosophy too, realists, with emphasis on their reason and
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Islamic rationality, defend for example from being created, non-specificity of
world in world of experience, non-specificity of science to world of experience,
and ability true recognition or perfectly true recognition of world.
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
